The Mayor, Cllr Ms. S. Holman and Mrs. W. Davies opened the meeting.  They advised that a draft updated community plan would be circulated in September 2011.

· Changes to NHS systems and their impact on local people

· Wellbeing – a “feel” of community/cohesion

· Community working together/fundraising for causes

· Churches/spiritual wellbeing

· Seats around the town for those that just want to chat or need to rest

· Cllr Mrs. L. Jenkin advised that there is a facility  in law for a “Play Street” concept where children have priority over vehicles which we have never used

· Volunteering – a good way to meet new people and learn new skills – support people so they can volunteer.  (LymeNet has supported people with mental health issues) – Mr. D. Edwards is investigating a possible local volunteer bureau

· Garden Share/befriending scheme/food bank all achieve similar inclusion aims

· How to support older residents and neighbours – need to structure this – this was why existing plan looking to revitalise Homewatch scheme but this now turning into police community text messaging scheme

· Positive activities already happening – 

· Axe Valley & West Dorset Ring & Ride Service

· Campaign to install smoke alarms in houses

· Get Together Club – not just for over 60s

· Important to make sure that people are not forgotten about because they can’t or don’t feel like leaving the house

· Ensuring the elderly/vulnerable residents are looked after during the winter months

· Church parish magazine can share information

· Make sure that anyone visiting houses is clearly identifiable

· NHS health profile 2011 for the town sets out NHS priorities.  This needs to be looked at and match our objectives in 

· Could “cohesive society” and “ supporting volunteers”  possibly be new objectives?
