Traffic & Transport

· West Dorset District Council’s planned works to the harbour would need to be completed before improved transport by sea could be implemented

· Dorset Coast Forum was looking at increasing freight traffic by sea to alleviate some road congestion

· It was agreed that an integrated and co-ordinated transport system including buses, park & ride, trains etc. was important for the town

· New bus shelters had been achieved and traffic calming measures in Charmouth Road

· There was a discussion on the possibility of relocating the traffic lights but it was advised that the Police had expressed concerns with this

· Cllr Col. G. Brierley had been working with Devon County Council to seek to keep HGVs from having to enter the town centre, causing property damage on Church Street
