Youth

· A Youth Council should be formed

· A play area in the seafront gardens was suggested

· Play equipment should be provided for all age groups

· A holistic strategy could look at play facilities in the whole town

It was felt that this meeting had not been promoted widely and that other methods of consulting with the community should be undertaken.  It was also suggested that the meetings should not be held in front of Community Development Partnership Committee meetings, but separately in order to dedicate more time to the discussions.  A ‘paper-based’ exercise was suggested rather than discussions.
